(d). Within 30 days after the 30 -day period has expired, the school board must, for all petitions timely received, conduct

at least one open public hearing before an unbiased and qualified hearing officer. The hearing officer may not be an em-

ployee or agent of the school district. The hearing is not subject to the provisions of chapter 120; however, the hearing

must provide sufficient procedural protections to allow each petitioner an adequate and fair opportunity to be heard

and present evidence to the hearing officer. The school boa
